Comparison Activity: Polynesian and Bantu migrations
Directions:

Use the textbooks and the websites below to complete the following in your notebooks:

1. Mark the Bantu migration routes on the map of Africa, showing as much info as possible. Be sure to include area or origin, dates (including when Bantu peoples reached certain areas,) and what ideas and technologies spread along with the Bantu speakers.  Draw illustrations to illuminate your maps and use the key box to show important parts of the process of migration.
2. Discuss and answer the following questions with your group, and record in your notebooks:

· What prompted the Bantu migrations?  (What were the push/pull factors?)
· What were the short term effects, and what were the long term effects of this process?
3. Mark the Polynesian migration routes on the SE Asia and Australia map.  Just like in your Bantu migrations map, show directions, dates, and as much info as possible.  Be sure to include what ideas, technologies, and crops spread.  Make a key to help show information.
4. Create a Venn diagram or T-chart to compare the evidence you find about both regions. 
5. Answer the following questions in your notebooks: 

· What are the common factors that prompted human migration up to 1200?

· What are the similarities and differences in the factors that prompted migrations  

   within Polynesia and Sub-Saharan Africa?

· What were the immediate as well as the long-term effects of these migrations?
6. As a group, write a thesis statement for the following prompt:

Compare and contrast the patterns and impacts of the Bantu and Polynesian 
migrations.
7. Send your group’s thesis to Socrative for the class to review.
